a. Matthew 9:17 New King James Version (NKJV) Nor do they put new wine into old
wineskins, or else the wineskins [a]break, the wine is spilled, and the wineskins are
ruined. But they put new wine into new wineskins, and both are preserved.”

b. No longer “Revival is coming” but decree “Revival is here”

Stop speaking about a move of God in the future and start speaking of it in the present
tense.

Revival will come as an infant that needs to be nurtured.

Need to have a church with a culture of revival so revival fire could grow.

f. Learn to live in a continual injection of His divine energy this will allow things to build up
instead of dwindling down.

g. Learnto live in a constant awareness of His presence and Power = key to sustaining a
move of His Spirit.

ii. Helping each believer maintain right and healthy relationships.
iii. Members will serve and give from a place of full acceptance and value — not to
receive acceptance and value.
